POLAR 55 – a masterpiece
In boating scene the manufacture in the Estonian coastal town of Pärnu is well known since years, since they build there the legendary Nordic Folkboat and the Nordic Cruiser.
No doubt it's a huge jump from a nearly 8 m long classics to a fully equipped performance sailing yacht. In the end a true masterpiece has been finished with the yard’s experience and passion.

The owner with decades of experience in sailing met the yard because their understanding of quality and focus on details has been told to him. In the end there hasn’t been any doubt that on one hand side the support of the yard’s management based in Hamburg, Germany suits perfect. On the other side design office of Birgit Schnaase and the engineering consultants of iYacht are both based in Hamburg as well.  At the end we call it a successful Baltic-Hanseatic joint venture.

The nearly 17-meter yacht has been tailored below and on deck to their owners. As he sails often long and gladly with his wife in Northern Europe, the forward cabin is reserved to the owner, connected to it, the huge head. A height-adjustable slatted frame and the retractable TV are only two of the amenities.
The overall layout is influenced by the position of the keel box which houses the nearly 6-ton lift keel. This reduces the draught of 3.40 m to 2.25 m only, which increases the potential operating area at the Baltic Sea.

The two identical aft guest cabins have each their own head, which can be reached from the saloon. Right next to the galley on the port side the navigation area is located. All system displays and nautical instruments are in view and easy to reach.
With the sliding navigation chair towards the table, the seating area changes to the folding table in a full table for six guests, the view outside and the sky included.

Birgit Schnaase has designed a modern interior that has been precisely tailored not only to the needs, but also appears as a harmonious overall concept. The teak vaneer has been combined with a light floor and solid red contrasting highlights to a modern interior.
The systems are configured as large as possible: The navigation electronics (Furuno) leave no wishes unfulfilled, nor the bus system with the generator (Mastervolt) plus the hydraulic winches (Harken) and bow and stern thruster (Maxpower).
Hull and deck are laminated with vacuum as a sandwich construction.

Layout, systems and equipment are chosen so that the boat can be sailed safely over long distances with a crew of two, the fast hull lines together with the carbon fiber rig and lifting keel are the best choice to be one of the fastest in her class at any race.


Polar Shipyard builds semi custom made yachts - tailored to the owner, in lengths from 40 to 65 feet (12 - 20 meters).
The yard offers turnkey projects as one-off designs or small series.
